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Olympian Dionne Shares Story of
Perseverance and Glory at Conference

On March 8th, the 2nd annual Women in
Sport Conference was held in Vancouver,
showcasing Olympian Deidra Dionne,
current City Manager Judy Rogers and a
refreshingly candid panel of women
sport leaders.

Dr. Sheila Wynn, Deputy Minister

of Community Services and the
Ministry responsible for Seniors’ and
Women'’s issues brought greetings

from Minister Ida Chong and presented
the ProMOTION Plus Leadership
awards to Judy Shanley and Gillian
Thomson for their dedication to sport
and physical activity programming for
girls and women in BC.

Keynote speaker Deidra Dionne gave

a moving presentation. Her story of
perseverance and determination left the
attendees inspired and awed by this
25-year-old Olympian. The Olympic
bronze medal freestyle aerialist spoke

of her arduous journey to the top of her
sport and how in a matter of seconds,
it all came crashing down.

The 2000 FIS rookie of the year recalled
how she inched closer to her dream of
reaching the Olympics, a dream she has
held since attending the 1988 Winter
Games in Calgary. “Everyday that | woke
up, my life had to be dedicated to the
Olympics,” Dionne recollected. She went
on to qualify for the 2002 Salt Lake City
games and grabbed the bronze medal in
her event.

However, after the glory of the Olympics,

Dionne had a major setback en route to
qualifying for her second Olympic Games.
During a training session in Australia,
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Dionne failed to land a routine practise
jump and broke her neck. A seven hour
surgery to repair the damage followed,
leaving her with a titanium metal plate
and screws in her neck.

This setback was not going stand in

the way of her participating at the 2006
Winter Olympics and Dionne worked
hard to come back from the injury and
be ready for 2006. She was successful in
her training and was able to compete at
the Torino Games and while she did not
reach the podium, she came to realize
“that there was glory in last place.”

Dionne’s story is compelling not only
because it is about a dream fulfilled, but
because it teaches us that we learn a

great deal from all of our experiences.
This confident 25 year old is secure in the
knowledge that her journey has shown
her what she is capable of and what the
essence of sport truly is. “I've realized it’s
not always the medals, but the journey
that is important.”

The Women in Sport conference,
presented by 2010 Legacies Now in
partnership with UBC REC, ProMOTION
Plus, the Province of BC and CTV
included speaker Judy Rogers, Vancouver
City Manager; the first woman to ever be
appointed to this position. Her message
of always being inquisitive, working
collaboratively and taking measured

risks resonated with the audience.

An all-female panel followed, focussing
on each speaker’s unique contribution
to sport in Canada. Panellists included
Carla Qualtrough, former Paralympian
and Director of Sport Tourism and
Inclusion Initiatives with 2010 Legacies
Now, Sally Bell, Canadian Women’s Field
Hockey coach, Debbie Butt, Executive
Director for the Canucks for Kids Fund
and Kathy Kovacs, CTV sportscaster.
The refreshingly candid and honest
discussion gave the attendees an
unabashed view into the lives of these
strong and inspirational women.

Judy Shanley was recognized for her
contribution to the Outward Bound
Urban Women of Courage program
benefiting women in the 19 and over

age category. Judy developed this unique
program while still a student at Langara
College in the recreation program. She
first worked with Outward Bound as an
intern and has since developed the Urban
Women of Courage program and brought
it to fruition. This is the first urban-
focused program for Outward Bound
and it has been so successful that they
are examining its potential as a national
program.

The Urban Women of Courage program
targets women who have been disem-
powered through violence and abuse.
Designed to enhance self-esteem and

develop skills through participation in
physical activity and sport, the program
has since grown to include leadership
training and health and lifestyle com-
ponents. Some of the women have not
participated in sport or been physically
active prior to becoming involved in the
program.

Gillian Thomson was recognized for her
commitment to leadership in the sport of
sailing as an athlete and volunteer whose
work benefits girls and women in the
under 19 age category.

Gillian Thomson'’s sailing career spans
22 years. She has been successful as an
athlete both provincially and internation-
ally. Gillian has been named one of the
most influential people in BC sailing by
Pacific Yachting Magazine, a local Sport
Hero by Sport Kelowna and Canada’s
2006 Sailor of the Year by the Canadian
Model Boat Association.

Gillian played a pivotal role in the devel-
opment of the International Trapseat 16
catamaran class for disabled athletes and
has worked tirelessly to ensure access and
opportunity for those in Kelowna and
surrounding area who want to learn the
sport of sailing.

Through her effort, the “Learn to Sail”
program of the Central Okanagan Sailing
Association has expanded from 60 to a
record 2000 students in 2006. It is the
largest and most successful program of its
kind in Canada and is unequalled in the
North America.

As President of the BC Golf Association,
Anne Peabody is the first women ever to
head the board of the governing body
for amateur golf in the province.

“| started to play golf because of
encouragement from a friend who was
passionate about the game and also
because my husband was an occasional
golfer. 1 soon became an ardent golfer,
achieved a moderate level of expertise
and reaped much benefit from the sport.
When | was approached to help out, first
at the club level and later the zone and
provincial level, | became involved
because | wanted to give back to the
sport that had given so much to me.”

Peabody has spent more than thirty
years dedicated to amateur golf and
supporting golf for girls and women.
From 1994 to 2000, she served as the
Provincial Course Rating/Handicap
Director and achieved Master Course

Rater status. She was Vice-president

of the BC Ladies’ Golf Association
from 2001 to 2002 and President from
2003-2004. As the BCLGA President,
she also sat as chair of the Finance and
Human Resources Committees.

On a national level, Peabody served on
the Canadian Ladies’ Golf Association
(CLGA) Board of Directors and chaired
the CLGA Nominating Committee,
By-law Committee and Membership
Sub-committee. From 2002-2004 she
represented both the BCLGA and the
BCGA on the Golf Canada Council.

“As President of the British Columbia
Golf Association, | hope more women
will be encouraged to volunteer and
take a leading role in advancing sport
development. Some of the benefits of
girls and women getting involved in
golf are to have fun, make new friends
and exercise/walking. Participants
develop sportsmanship, courtesy and
consideration for others, a sense of
accomplishment, self control and self
discipline. Golf can be a life long sport
and it is the only sport where a player
can compete with others of all skill
levels.”

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Getting Girls Out on the Green

The CN Future Links Girls’ Club (GC)
is a developmental golf program
designed for girls 7-18 years of age.

As participants, young girls will develop
the skills, attitudes and positive images
of themselves as athletes on the golf
course, encouraging both self-esteem
and a life-long love of the sport.

The Girls’ Club was developed by

the Royal Canadian Golf Association
(RCGA) to address the huge discrepancy
between the numbers of young girls
playing golf compared to the number

of young boys. It aims not merely to
attract girls to the game but also to

help retain them longer.

The CN Future Links Girls’ Club program
is based on the premise that we can
encourage more young girls to experience
all of the positives the game of golf has
to offer through the delivery of fun golf
activities and learning environments in

a “girls only” setting. The Girls’ Club
focuses on introducing girls to social
competition, learning how to compete
and develop friendships. Many will be
happy to remain playing at this level
while others will progress to compete on
a more challenging level. The important
point is the Girls’ Club program offers
that choice.

Activities are provided for a range of
levels, with players being encouraged

to improve and progress. Clubs meet
regularly — usually once a month and
events range from clinics to play days
and fun days. Tournaments are mostly
team

events including Scrambles and Best Ball
competitions, which take the pressure off
head-to-head competition and place
more emphasis

on fun and enjoyment.

Main features of the program:

m Ability to deliver a program with
limited environmental resources —
you don’t need to have access to
a Golf Course to get started.

m The program is well resourced with
equipment, instructional aids and
activities.

m A safe fulfilling introduction
to golf.

m Suitable for ages 7-18.

m Recognizes skill improvement.

m Girls will have the opportunity to
learn to play golf, meet other girls
their own age and experience healthy
competition in a non-threatening
environment.

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BC Women Excel at the Canada
Winter Games

The 40th Canada Winter Games were
held in Whitehorse from February 24
to March 10, 2007, showcasing the
largest event of its kind ever to be held
north of the 60th parallel.

Overall, Team BC came away from the
2007 Canada Winter Games with 24
gold, 24 silver and 29 bronze medals,
more than doubling their gold medal
tally from the 2003 games.

The women’s badminton team achieved
a first by capturing the gold medal in
team competition. In 2003, badminton
finished in 4th place in the same com-
petition. Women's curling won a bronze
medal on the final day of week one, an
improvement over their 6th place finish in
2003, women’s squash moved from 4th
place to 3rd; alpine skiing cracked the
top 3 and women'’s freestyle finished 1st.

Gymnast Brittany Rogers was named
Team BC Closing Ceremony Flag Bearer.
She won a silver medal in the team
competition, a silver medal in the all-
around competition, a gold medal in
the beam and a gold medal in the
uneven bars.
